Holly's 13 year old cousin was with her at the time and she was fortunate not to get swept away - she had no idea how to behave in a rip or if you get into difficulties in the water.
If there is anything else we can do to assist you we are more than happy to do so. The work you do is so very much appreciated and Holly, who is only 11, has been telling all her friends parents to put their children through these courses!
